RESULTS OF MAY 5, 2001 VILLAGE ELECTION FOR SALES AND USE TAX; 
AND ADOPTION OF A ONE PERCENT SALES AND USE TAX WITHIN THE 
VILLAGE OF POINT VENTURE, TEXAS

WHEREAS, an election was duly and legally held on the 5th day of May 2001, in the 
Village of Point Venture, Texas, for the purpose of voting for or against a proposition reading as 
follows:  A one percent sales and use tax is adopted within the Village of Point Venture”, and 
 

WHEREAS, the returns of said election were duly made to the Village Council of the 
Village of Point Venture by the Mayor to be canvassed by the Council, and 
 

WHEREAS, that said election was in all respects lawfully held and said returns duly and 
legally made, and that 131 votes were cast at said election with the proposition receiving 113 
“For” votes and 18 “Against” votes, and 
 

WHEREAS, the Village Council duly recognized that the proposition passed by 95 votes, 
and 

 
WHEREAS, The Village Council of The Village of Point Venture, Texas, canvassed the 

election at 9 A.M. on Wednesday, May 9, 2001. 
 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE VILLAGE COUNCIL OF THE 
VILLAGE OF POINT VENTURE, TEXAS, THAT: 

 
A one percent sales and use tax is adopted within the Village of Point Venture. 
 
A QUORUM OF THE Village Council was present at the meeting at which this 

Ordinance was adopted.  The meeting was open to the public and public notice of the time, 
place and purpose of said meeting was given as required by the Open Meetings Act, Chapter 
551 of the Texas Government Code.
