ADMINISTRATION; PRUVISIONS FOR FLOUOD HAZARD
REDUCTION; EFFECTIVE DATE; ENFORCEMENT CLAUSE
INCLUDING INJUNCTIVE RELIEF AND A FINE NOT TO EXCEED
$2,000; SEVERABILITY; AND PROPER NOTICE AND MEETING

Whereas, the Legislature of the State of Texas has in statutes such as Texas Water Code
Chapter 16 delegated the responsibility of local governmental units to adopt regulations designed
to minimize flood losses; and

Whereas, the flood hazard areas within the Village of Point Venture are subject to periodic
inundation which results in loss of life and property, health and safety hazards, disruption of
commerce and governmental services, and extraordinary public expenditures for flood protection
and relief, all of which adversely affect the public health, safety and general welfare; and

Whereas, these flood loses are created by the cumulative effect of obstructions in
floodplains which cause an increase in flood heights and velocities, and by the occupancy of
flood hazards areas by uses vulnerable to floods and hazardous to other lands because they are
inadequately elevated, floodproofed or otherwise protected from flood damage.
