NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE VILLAGE COUNCIL OF THE

Kevin Sheffer, Jim Hawkins and Russell Andrews will begin their two year terms as
Mayor and Council Members for the Village Council of the Village of Point Venture, Texas on
December 5, 2005.

A QUORUM OF THE Village Council was present at the meeting at which this
Ordinance was adopted. The meeting was open to the public and public notice of the time,
place and purpose of said meeting was given as required by the Open Meetings Act, Chapter
551 of the Texas Government Code.
