AN ORDINANCE OF THE VILLAGE OF POINT VENTURE,
TEXAS AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 2003-09-01, ENACTED
SEPTEMBER 2, 2003, AND COMMONLY KNOWN AS THE
“JUNK VEHICLE ORDINANCE”; EXPANDING SCOPE TO
PROVIDE FOR THE REGULATION OF JUNKED OR
ABANDONED BOATS; PROVIDING FOR DEFINITIONS;
COMPLAINT, INVESTIGATION, AND REMOVAL
PROCEDURES, ENFORCEMENT, PENALTIES; EXEMPTIONS;
REPEALER; SEVERABILITY; AND EFFECTIVE DATE

WHEREAS, the Village Council of the Village of Point Venture (the “Village Council™)
adopted the Village’s “Junk Vehicle Ordinance™ on September 2, 2003, designated as
Ordinance No. 2003-09-01, to promote the health, safety and weltare ot the Village of
Point Venture (the “Village™) by regulating junked and abandoned vehicles; and

WHEREAS, the Village Council finds that junked and abandoned boats are conducive to
the same general health and safety hazards which result from junked and abandoned
vehicles within Village limits; and

WHEREAS, pursuant fo Texas Local Government Code Section 51.001, the Village has
general authority to adopt an ordinance or police regulation that is for the good
government, peace or order of the Village and is necessary or proper for carrying out a
power granted by law to the Village; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 217 of the Texas Local Government Code, the Village
has the authority to define what constitutes a nuisance and abate in any manner deemed
expedient any nuisance that may injure or affect the public health or comfort; and

WHEREAS, the Village Council finds that it is necessary and proper for the good
government, peace or order of the Village of Point Venture to amend the “Junk Vehicle
Ordinance” to include regulation and procedures regarding junked boats or watercratft.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Village Council of the
Village of Point Venture, Texas:

SECTION 1. FINDINGS OF FACT
The foregoing recitals are incorporated into this Ordinance by reference as findings of
fact as if set forth herein in length.

SECTION 2. ENACTMENT

1. Ordinance No. 2003-09-01, Junk Vehicle Ordinance, Section 3 “Definitions,”
Subsection B, entitled “Specific”, is hereby amended to add the definitions of “Boat” and
“Junked Boat” in alphabetical order among the definitions now contained in said



Ordinance and to re-number the definitions accordingly, so that the Subsection shall
hereafter read in its entirety as follows:

(1) Boat: means all vessels designed to float upon water whether powered by
engine, sails, or manual bodily force, and which are required to be registered
with the State of Texas. When the term boat is used, it also includes the trailer
for which the boat is transported on land.

(2) Demolisher: means any person whose business is to convert the motor
vehicle into processed scrap or scrap metal or otherwise to wreck or dismantle
motor vehicles.

(3) Golf Cart: means a motor vehicle designed by the manufacturer primarily for
transporting persons on a golf course or road.

(4) Junked Boat means any vessel that has apparent damage causing the boat not
to be operated in a safe manner or:
(a) For which registration has never been issued by the state for which it is
required to be registered or if its registration has expired for more than six
months or 180 day.
(b) Does not have in working order a means of propulsion, or
(c) Has had one or more parts removed so that it will not operate, unless the
owner is in the process of repairing the vesscl in a timely manner, in which
case the owner must be able to demonstrate either through documented
information, by statement of a mechanic, or by visible proof acceptable to the
City that the vessel is currently in the state of being repaired, or
(d) Is inoperable and has remained inoperable for more than:
a. seventy-two (72) consecutive hours, if the vehicle is on public
property; or o
b. six months or ene hundred eighty (180) days, if the vehicle is on
private property.

A Junked Boat shall not include a special purpose boat designed and
manufactured specifically for fire-fighting, rescue operations, medical transport.
law enforcement, tugging or ferrying, barge and hauling, line-laying, core-
drilling, boom-deplovment, scientific surveying or research, or similar health,
safety, and public purpose cperations. For the purposes of this ordinance, the
term “vehicle™ shall be understood to include a boat unless stated otherwise.

(5) Junked Vehicle: means a vehicle as defined in the Texas Transportation
Code, Section 683.071, as amended, that is self-propelled and:
(a) does not have lawfully attached to it:
1. an unexpired license plate; and
2. a valid motor vehicle inspection certificate; and
(b) is:
1. wrecked, dismantled or partially dismantled, or discarded; or
2. inoperable and has remained inoperable for more than:
a. seventy-two (72) consecutive hours, if the vehicle is on public
property; or

vehicle or beat or parts or portion thereof, within the Village of Peint Venture, in
violation of this Ordinance.
